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1. About the News Letter: This is the eighth issue of the News Letter
of the IEEE PES Conference on Innovative Smart Grid Technology
(ISGT) Europe 2010. This issue presents a summary of the
conference.

2. Conference Highlights:

The first IEEE Innovative Smart Grid Technologies Conference (ISGT) in
Europe took place on October 11-13 at Lindholmen Science Park in
Gothenburg, Sweden.

The conference gathered over 400 participants from 40 different
countries. Top ten countries with attendance, in decreasing order,
were: Sweden, USA, Germany, Netherlands, UK, France, Switzerland,
Japan, Denmark and Italy. Of these were around 40% from universities
